Establishing Sound Teacher - Student Relationships

As professional teachers spending our working hours in the classroom with groups of adult learners, it is highly important to know certain trends about teacher-student relationships and the kinds of leadership and association patterns we wish to develop with college groups: Should I be warm and friendly, or should I remain somewhat distant from my students at the outset? Should I consult with students about classroom policies or should I be more directive? What type of teacher-student relationship will provide the best learning environment in my class? These sorts of questions are likely to be of special concern to us as we assume leadership position with our groups. There are many different types of leadership styles that can be adopted by an English language instructor, but only three of them will be elaborated in this presentation. These are called the autocratic leadership style which proved to be useless in my own experiences, the permissive, and the democratic leadership styles.
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Listening is a key skill that needs to be developed and practised during foreign language teaching. In classrooms, teachers mostly use heavy and impractical tape recorders or Cd players to practise listening skill. Therefore, this study aims to investigate and detect the practical ways of doing listening activities in classroom settings by means of technological tools instead of tape recorders and Cd players. As a result of this study, new generation complex audio players having flash disk or SD card slot, long-life chargeable battery and strong loudspeaker function are detected to be very suitable for teachers for listening activities in classroom settings.  Due to the fact that these technological tools are small, handy, effective, portable and chargeable, they will make teachers’ academic lives easier and they will solve the problem of impracticality.
