The Reliability and Validity of the Turkish Version of the Lifespan Sibling Relationship Scale

EARA is a multidisciplinary European research organization established to understand adolescence as a life phase through scientific investigation and applied research. The 14th Biennial Conference of the European Association for Research on Adolescence took place on September 3-6, in Cesme. The conference covered main topics of state of the art adolescent research and offered perspectives from various areas of psychology, such as developmental, social and clinical and counselling psychology and brain research, as well as from other disciplines such as education, sociology and adolescent psychiatry. I presented the reliability and validity of the Turkish version of the Lifespan Sibling Relationship Scale (LSRS; 2000, Riggio). The results suggested that the Turkish version of the LSRS had adequate internal consistency and construct validity, indicating that it can be reliably used to measure attitudes toward the sibling relationship in adulthood among a Turkish sample.  I shared this adaptation study’s findings with all the participants in EARA, 2014.
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We investigated whether sibling and peer bullying are indeed correlated in this study. If they are correlated, then whether sibling and peer bullying show similar patterns among different grade levels and gender. Being a sibling victim and sibling bully show the strongest correlation followed by being peer bully and sibling bully. Finally, being a peer victim and peer bully are found to be statistically correlated as well. The results of the analyses also revealed grade differences but no gender differences in both sibling and peer bullying. These results indicate a substantial amount of overlap between sibling and peer bullying acts. That is, students who bully their siblings are more likely to bully their peers at school. However, the overlap between sibling victimization and sibling bullying is more striking. This result suggests that siblings both hurt and are hurt by their sibling. Finally, as the grade levels of the students increases their bulling experiences in both home and school decreases. The results were discussed in light of the related literature and shared with the participants in EARA, 2014.
